Model Answer:

Science and technology show what humans can do, not what they should do.
Moral guidance is still essential.

Islam teaches that true progress is achieved when knowledge is guided by
purpose, accountability, and belief in Allah.

-How can gratitude protect faith during times of comfort and success? What does active

gratitude look like?

-Does ease strengthen faith by giving space for reflection, or weaken it by increasing
attachment to comfort?

-In Moments of success, what practical steps help us remain spiritually grounded and

accountable to Allah?
-Are success and comfort tests in their own right? How should a believer respond to them?

‘What habits tend to slip first when life feels easy, and how can we guard against that?




Example from Hadith

1. Ease can make people forget Allah

The Holy Prophet Muhammad (sa) said:

“A person Is tested according to his level of faith. If his faith is firm, his trial is more severe.”
(Tirmidhi)

The Holy Prophet Muhammad (sa) said:

“Whoever would like Allah to respond to him In times of hardship and difficulty, let him

supplicate abundantly in times of ease.”
(Tirmidht)

"How wonderful is the case of a believer! There is good for him in everything... if he Is granted
ease, he is thankful, and that is good for him.”
(Sahih Muslim)

Help for the answer:

* Allegations about core Islamic beliefs are not new

*The Holy Qur'an itself defines Khatm-e-Nubuwwat

*The Qur'an uses Khatam-un-Nabiyeen, not “last prophet”

* Khatam (seal) signifies completion, authority, and perfection

*The Holy Prophet Muhammad (sa) is the final law-bearing Prophet
*The Qur'an does not allow any prophet outside Islam or independent of
the Holy Prophet (sa)




Allegation Response Battle

Model Answer:

Ahmadis DO believe in Khatm-e-Nubuwwat
It is falsely alleged that Ahmadis deny the finality of Prophethood
Ahmadis categorically affirm that the Holy Prophet Muhammad (sa) Is
Khatam-un-Nabiyeen
The disagreement is not over the title, but over its interpretation
The Holy Qur'an itself uses the term Khatam (Seal), not “last in time”

A seal signifies completion, perfection, and authority

Qur'anic foundation:
“Muhammad is not the father of any of your men, but he is the Messenger of

Allah and the Seal of the Prophets.”
(Qur'an 33:41)



What does Khatam Mean?

-In Arabic, Khatam means a seal, not simply “last in time”
A seal:

-Confirms authenticity

-Completes a matter

-Represents highest authority

Classical scholarly explanation:

“The meaning of Khatam is not the last in time, but the completion and perfection of a thing.”
— Ibn Khaldun, Mugaddimah, Vol. II, p. 165 (Paris ed.)

Context of Qur'an 33:41

‘The verse responds to taunts that the Holy Prophet (sa) had no male descendants
-Allah clarifies that although physical lineage ended, spiritual succession continues
-Thus, Khatm-e-Nubuwwat points to:

-Spiritual perfection

«Enduring influence

Supremacy among prophets

Related Qur'anic context:

“Surely it is thy enemy, and not thou, who shall be cut off.”
(Qur'an 108:4)




What does Khatam Mean?

-The Holy Prophet Muhammad (sa) is:

-The final law-bearing Prophet

-The most perfect and complete Prophet

-No new Shari‘ah can ever come

‘No independent prophet can appear

-Any spiritual rank is possible only through obedience to him

Promised Messiah (as) stated clearly:

“l believe that our Prophet Muhammad (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) is the most eminent of the prophets and the Seal of
the Apostles.”

— Hamamat-ul-Bushra, p. 6

He further clarified:

“There can be no law-bearing prophet after him, nor can there be a prophet outside his Ummah.”
— Chashma-e-Ma'rifat, Ruhani Khazain, Vol. 23, p. 380

And summarised the principle:

“All prophethood except Muhammadan prophethood has ended. No law-giving prophet shall ever come.”
— Tajalliyat-e-llahiyya, pp. 24-25

Conclusion

-Khatm-e-Nubuwwat does not end Divine grace

It channels all grace through the Holy Prophet Muhammad (sa)
-This belief elevates his status, rather than limiting it
